military and special equipment (works, services), on
the one hand, and to stimulate them to purchase it,
on the other hand. We shouldn’t ignore influence
on the public opinion of importing countries in or-
der to create a positive image of exporting country.

The experience shows that the success in interna-
tional competition is not possible without effective
promotional marketing which allows you to create
conditions for the successful development of export.

Today advertising is a force for trade. Companies
that place good, powerful, and aggressive advertise-
ment and use it as a media tool always win.

Business rules include public awareness about
products and services: companies with unknown
reputation that come from nowhere arouse mis-
trust and feeling of caution. That is why custom-
ers purchasing Belarusian defence products must
be sure that it is beneficial for our cooperation. In-
deed, now mass media is a time-proved and so far
indispensable tool for the formation of public opin-
ion as a means of legitimising actions of one or oth-
er military-political forces.

Interaction with press is first of all the science
of influencing public opinion. It means that we had
to learn the most up-to-date models of communi-
cation, and the point was to be proactive. We must
fill promptly the information gap.

Primary information is the most important. The
one who is the second to publish information has
to catch up.

Before the professional military-industrial maga-
zine was established, the possibility to publish infor-
mation about defence products in a periodical pub-
lished in Belarus and also in two languages — Rus-
sian and English— was missing. Put simply, if we did
not provide competentinformation ourselves, some-
body else did it instead of us. In addition, foreign au-
thors misrepresented the actual factsin theirarticles.

Often our dishonest competitors involved mech-
anism of “informational merry-go-round’. Fake infor-
mation was turned into truth due to quoting, and
then it was picked up by foreign and Belarusian
non-state media.

When the fact was ignored or misunderstood, it
provoked not only reputational risks but also played
into the hands of our competitors to some extent.
Under these conditions, Goscomvoyenprom decid-
ed to develop a programme for information support
of its activities for 2010-2015 which became an in-
tegral part of the Goscomvoyenprom Development
Plan for 2011-2015.

To establish a specialised printed edition was one
of the decisions within this programme with special
features of our system.

A huge amount of organisational and legal work
allowed us to create necessary conditions and sys-
tem for the development and promotion of the pub-
lishing project— VPK. Belarus.

On 17 June 2010, the Belarusian Ministry of In-
formation registered a magazine, founded by Go-
scomvoyenprom, and its first special issue was pub-
lished by the time of the MILEX 2011 internation-
alarms show.
