countries. In 2001 the exhibition had 119
participants and over 10,000 attended the event;
in 2005 there were 135 exhibitors. In 2011 as many
as 149 standholders presented their developments
to over 25,000 people, including foreign delega-
tions from 40 states.

The State Military Industrial Committee, Bela-
rusian Defence Ministry and Belexpo National Ex-
hibition Centre have been the organisers for over
several recent years.

This year, traditional military exhibition will
be held at the Minsk-Arena that considerably in-
creases organisers’ capabilities. This time MILEX
will set a record at used areas. The exposition
will occupy about 5,000 square metres of covered
and 8,000 square metres of open area. These fig-
ures exceed almost two times the figures of 2011.

The opening ceremony will be a kind of pro-
logue to MILEX-2014. A bright performance will
involve members of the Belarusian honour guard,
musicians from the Exemplary Band of the Armed
Forces and service members from the special pur-
pose brigade of the special operations forces that
will present the capabilities of the Soldier — Com-
bat Systems information and technical complexin
an imaginary anti-terrorist operation.

By tradition, MILEX is a place for meetings of
high-level foreign delegations, arms experts, re-
searchers, design engineers and developers.

MILEX-2014 is no exception. The exhibition will
be attended by more than 20 high-level delega-
tions from 17 countries of the world and military
attaches, accredited at the Belarusian Ministry
of Defence, from more than 40 countries. In ad-
dition, representatives of foreign defence com-
panies and partners of Belarusian companies will
attend the exhibition.

The previous experience shows that world man-
ufacturers of armaments express growing interest
to MILEX. Almost 130 exhibitors confirmed their
participation in the arms show. For the first time
Italian and Chinese (Aerospace Long-March In-
ternational Trade Co.) manufacturers will demon-
strate their capabilities.

Almost 80 Belarusian defence companies will
present their products. For indigenous defence
industry, MILEX is a convenient platform to im-
plement promising projects and move to a higher
technological level. Organisations and academic
institutions of the Defence Ministry, State Border
Committee and Emergencies Ministry will exhibit
their sci-tech projects on the joint stand of the
Belarusian Ministry of Education, National Acad-
emy of Sciences and State Committee on Science
and Technology.

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Goscomvoyenprom companies will expose their
products (about 215 mock-ups and full-scale spec-
imens of military or dual-use hardware). Rostec
will be a cooperative organizer of the Russian ex-
position (about 40 organisations). The CSTO mem-
ber states will expose their production at a sep-
arate block.

At the previous exhibition MILEX-2011 we
could see breadboards and prototypes of new mili-
tary hardware. At this year’s show military experts
will see the whole range of contemporary weap-
ons and military equipment that entered service
with the Armed Forces or mass-produced systems.

The most important task of Goscomvoyenprom
and defence industry is implementation of the
state defence order, which is based on the state
armament programme.

From 2012 to 2013, Goscomvoyenprom organi-
sations finished more than 50 R&D works that cre-
ate the potential for five state sci-tech (subpro-
grammes) and state research programmes. More
than 30 new examples of military and special
equipment entered service with the Armed Forces.

In recent years, high priority is set on the de-
velopment and usage of network-centric C4ISR
system to significantly increase efficiency of com-
mand and control, combat use of weapons and
combat operations.

Belarus has certain experience in the devel-
opment and production of control and communi-
cation systems.

For instance, a whole range of equipment was
developed within the Military Geoinformation
Systems project: automated command and con-
trol systems of up to tactical level, communica-
tions equipment, various devices for navigation
and topographic support, special systems and
software packages for simulating combat actions,
decision support for commanders and information
security as well. All the systems will be present-
ed at MILEX.

Recently, the most significant results have
been achieved in the development of advanced
communication systems. The Communication and
Control Systems holding has launched in mass pro-
duction new communication systems and started
to supply them to customers.
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Perhaps, the most important event in defence
industry in the past decade is the appearance of
UAVs. With technological development, drones re-
place some human functions.

On 25 June 2014, the BAK-100 unmanned air-
craft system (with 100-km operational range)
passed the state trials. The drone will become
a part of reconnaissance and strike systems of
the rocket troops and artillery units as it was
demonstrated during the Zapad 2013 Russia-Be-
larus joint strategic exercise.

However, within the Multipurpose Unmanned
Aerial Systems for Special Application subpro-
gramme, Goscomvoyenprom and defence compa-
nies (at their own expense) are carrying out the
main operations.

The Belarusian-made system consists of a mul-
tifunctional UAV with ground control station and
technical support vehicle. The drones can oper-
ate autonomously (without airfield and its infra-
structure).

Today, the vehicle is almost ready for series
production, and the 558th Aircraft Repair Plant
is ready to produce it in the current year.

AGAT — Control Systems will exhibit the Ber-
kut-1 and Berkut-2 short-range tactical UAVs. The
company developed the drones on its own initia-
tive. The UAVs have passed state tests and entered
service with the Belarusian Armed Forces in 2014.

The core of the system for countering precision
weapons is SAM system of air defence units. De-
fence companies have mastered overhaul of the
S-300P and Osa-AKM SAM systems.

For a foreign customer they also mastered over-
hauland upgrade of the Buk SAM to Buk-MB level,
the Osa to Osa-1T and T38 Stilet levels, S-125 to
Pechora-2T level and other upgrade programmes.

The development of the Alebarda medium-range
SAM will be finished in the near future. The system
meets current requirements and features high ma-
noeuvrability, jamming immunity, reliability and
survivability. Belarusian companies may produce
this SAM. Modern hardware components feature
high level integration. Components that were as
big as a cabin currently can fit on a single chip. A
new improved optical day/night system (thermal
and CCTV cameras) was developed. There's no need

to adjust parameters, because all required settings
are made automatically. High mobility is achieved
by mounting four launchers on semitrailers.

Deep improvement concept of above mentioned
military hardware provides successful combat mis-
sions accomplishment. The systems may hit con-
temporary and advanced aerial targets under in-
tense ECM. Itis achieved by implementing equip-
ment made on a solid element base, improved mo-
bility, jamming resistance, self-containment, per-
formance and round-the-clock passive modes of
SAM system.

Electronic warfare system was significant-
ly upgraded; defence companies developed sys-
tems for jamming GPS, communication, radio prox-
imity fuzes, optronic equipment and other elec-
tronic equipment.

Radar Design Bureau JSC developed the com-
plex for protection key objects from precision
guided weapons (guided missiles with anti-ra-
dar, laser, TV, IR seekers, guided bombs, cruise
missiles, etc.)

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In contrast with foreign counterparts, the com-
plex may actively and independently detect preci-
sion guided weapons and interfere weapon guid-
ance by increasing lay errors and triggering radio
controlled fuses (if any exists).

Developed by KB Radar, the Tuman and Optima
2.2 GPS jammers (against cruise missiles) will be
presented at the show.

Within the Combat Systems of Special Opera-
tions Forces and the Army project, it will be fin-
ished the development of the Soldier — Combat
Systems information and technical complex by the
end of 2014. The system performs a wide range of
tasks: from collecting and transmitting the infor-
mation on serviceman’s position and condition to
using airphotos received from drones. The compo-
nents of the system can be used separately (hel-
met-mounted display, small-sized tablet comput-
ers for usage in harsh operation conditions, indi-
vidual radios stations, etc.).

Under the robotics programme, KB Display has
developed the ADUNOK automated remotely-guid-
ed surveillance/firing system, designed to provide
observation and remote control of fire weapons.

New family of multi-purpose armoured combat
vehicles on the base of the 3T light tracked ve-
hicle will be presented at MILEX-2014. New vehi-
cles, based on the 3T, will replace the MT-LB and
MT-LB-U lightly armoured towing vehicle.

The OKB TSP company will demonstrate a new
system for special ops: the Bars special-purpose
combat vehicle. The vehicle’s body is made of ar-
mour composite materials and equipped with ar-
mour windows. The vehicle has the 3d protec-
tion class. Small arms or remote-controlled ro-
botic combat module are mounted on the turret.

Beltechexport will present the Korsar-N and
Shershen mobile ATGMs, developed and produced
by Scientific Research and Production Centre
(TsNIP).

The 558th Aircraft Repair Plant will present
its novelty: a self-contained long-range system
that ensures precise all-weather guiding of dumb
bombs weighing up to 500 kg without entering
enemy’s air defence zone. Inertial navigation
computer with GLONASS and GPS satellite cor-
rection controls the flight. The system increased
