BELARUSIAN EXPORT CONTROL
SYSTEM TURNS 20!

he world’s annual spending on various weapons is about $1.5

trillion, which accounts for 2.7% of the global product. And
these are official figures only. Meanwhile, it is an open secret
that there is also an illegal arms market. According to differ-
ent estimates, it brings $5-15 billion profit a year.

So, arms trade is definitely a most profitable business. Arms
trade is an eternal problem the humankind will never get rid of,
alike of death and taxes, said William Hartung, an observer of
the World Policy Journal. This market segment is not affected
even by economic crises like the one of 2008-2009.

Historically, export control was intended to prevent the
spread of weapons of mass destruction (WMD). Since a number
of countries are seeking to obtain the technologies to develop
their own nuclear and missile weapons, arms export control has
become an integral part of the policy, pursued by most devel-
oped states and is crucial for maintaining stability in the world.

The mechanism of export control has been functioning
abroad for over 60 years, while in the Soviet Union the system
appeared only in the early 1980s.

By the end of the Cold War, the armed
confrontation of the two opposing political
and military alliances (NATO and the Warsaw
Treaty Organisation) in Europe reached its peak.
The attempts to strengthen security only by
creating an equal threat to the potential en-
emy, including the development of conven-
tional arms, were leading to a dead-end.

The collapse of the bipolar world changed the
traditional understanding of the war and armament
in particular. Incredible as it may seem, the range of

potential destabilising factors did not narrow but
broadened. Globalisation only facilitates the pos-
sibility to implement these factors. Thus,
the problem of WMD and their deliv-
ery systems falling into the hands of
international terrorists has become
extremely urgent.

After the USSR collapsed, a con-
siderable number of armament and mil-
itary equipment exceeding the needs of
the national Armed Forces appeared to

be concentrated on the territory of Belarus.

Later on, this stock was increased after Soviet

troops were withdrawn from Germany. For these

reasons, Belarus had surpluses of armament and
military equipment, which were exported abroad
in the early 1990s.

These circumstances led to the increased role of the state
in export regulation of military and double-purpose materials,
equipment and technologies, development of an export con-
trol system and its maintenance at an adequate level, as well
as compliance with the international law principles and the
country’s obligations as a UN and OSCE state.

Meeting its obligation under international treaties,
by May 1996 Belarus had disposed of a
great number of armament and mili-
tary equipment — over three times
more than the US, UK and France
together.

peace and stability in Europe.

Since arms export involves interests of both national secu-
rity and business and features severe competition, the export-
er's national export control system gains particular importance.

Though Belarus inherited certain Soviet experience in ex-
port control, the country had to establish a completely new
system virtually from scratch. On the one hand, Belarus had to
take into account the transition to the market economy, liber-
alisation of foreign economic activities and necessity to inte-
grate oneself into the world economy, on the other hand, the
nation’s non-proliferation obligations and commitment to in-
ternational stability.

Belarus began fostering long-term cooperation with the
countries that had certain experience in the sphere, as well
as with the existing multilateral export control regimes. This
brought about the need in relevant national laws and an effi-
cient export control system.

Belarusian export control system has passed several devel-
opment stages:

1. Establishment of export control by enacting relevant
laws (from the emergence of the Republic of Belarus till the
adoption of the law On Export Control dated 6 January 1998.)

2. Improvement of export control procedures and regula-
tions (since January 1998).

As far back as in 1991-1992 the government passed a num-
ber of resolutions in the field.

21 August 1992 is considered the birth day of the national
export control system. It is the day when the Council of Min-
isters made Resolution No. 516 On Establishing Efficient Con-
trol over Export of Specific Goods (Works, Services).

Under the document, the State Committee for Foreign Eco-
nomic Relations and some other departments were to estab-
lish an interagency group, charged to develop a programme
for the establishment of a national system providing super-

vision and regulation of export of specific goods (works and
services). The relevant ministries and agencies were to carry
out preliminary work on the system’s organisation. The reso-
lution also introduced the general term ‘specific goods (works,
services)” and enacted the Temporary Regulation on the Pro-
cedure of Licensing Export of Specific Goods (Works, Services)
in the Republic of Belarus.

In the early 1990s, Belarus terminated a number of at-
tempts to transit radioactive and other dangerous materi-
als through its territory. As a result, on 19 February 1993, the
Council of Ministers made Resolution No. 82, limiting the flow
of dangerous goods and materials over the state border. It also
specified the list of objects that are subject to control (arma-
ment and ammunition, explosive agents and devices, radioac-
tive sources, nuclear materials, including waste and toxic sub-
stances, etc.), as well as the ones requiring a relevant permit.
The resolution had significant practical importance, particu-
larly for the customs service.

In the next years the government invariably paid atten-
tion to the improvement of the export control and licens-
ing procedure.

With the creation of the institution of presidency in
Belarus, along with the regulations of the Council of Min-
isters the legislation in the sphere also included rele-
vant presidential decrees and executive orders.

Aiming to raise the export control efficiency, en-
hance coordination between relevant ministries and
high-ranking agencies and facilitate collaboration with
international organisations working in the sphere, in De-
cember 1994 the government established the Interagen-
cy Commission on Control over Export and Import of Specific
Goods (Works, Services) under the Belarusian Security Council.

Due to new approaches to exporting excess arms and a
proper mechanism of government regulation, in 1995-1997
Belarus managed to raise its arms sales. In addition, our coun-
try began to export science-intensive military products and
carry out packaged supplies of special equipment.

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At the same time, the government was working on a base
document - a draft Law of the Republic of Belarus On Export
Control and the Council of Ministers Resolution On Improving
State Control over the Transfer of Specific Goods (Works, Ser-
vices) across the Belarusian Customs Border, which specified
the law's practical implementation.

Having been approved by the Belarusian parliament, on 6
January 1998, the Law On Export Control was signed by the
President and entered into force.

It is worth mentioning that our country places emphasis
on such aspects of export control as responsibility and abid-
ance by the rules. In 1999, the Criminal Code was supplement-
ed by Article 229, establishing liability for illegal export of the
objects under control (maximum penalty of seven years’ im-
prisonment).

The legislative work performed on the first stage strongly
contributed to the establishment of the national export con-

University of Georgia’s Centre for International Trade and Se-
curity (a leading US-based NGO in the field), in the late 1990s
Belarus ranked second among ex-Soviet states in terms of ma-
turity of the national export control system.

Like any other system, export control has a stable mecha-
nism, is constantly developing and improving. Due to the pro-
fessionalism and cohesion of experts from different depart-
ments and defence companies, Belarus has managed not
only to preserve, but increase its export capabilities, ensur-
ing strict observance of the country’s international com-
mitments.

The legal framework in the sphere was completed on
11 March 2003, when the President signed Decree No.
94, regarding regulation of military-technical cooper-
ation between Belarus and foreign countries.

The practical experience gained showed ways for
further development of export control.

December 2003 saw the establishment of the
State Military Industrial Committee, which incor-
porated the functions of a branch ministry (su-
pervising a number of defence companies), and
an authorised state body dealing with export con-
trol issues.

By entrusting one body with the functions regarding all as-
pects of export control the government managed:

to find efficient and comprehensive solutions to the prob-
lems it is facing in the field and exercise state supervision
along all stages of the product’s delivery — from the idea to
make a deal to its accomplishment;

to streamline the bureaucratic procedures in export con-
trol and licensing (all papers are furnished to Goscomvoyen-
prom, which fulfills the necessary procedures and issues a per-
mit or prohibition);

to create a thorough legal framework for export control and
licensing activities;

to make a team of professionals capable of successfully per-
forming the tasks;

to establish an information and methodological support
system for the Belarusian national export control system.

Thus, Goscomvoyenprom is a main executive export con-
trol authority in Belarus.

Since 2004, the export control and licensing department
of Goscomvoyenprom has issued over 300 new special per-
missions, or licences (reissued ones are not considered here),
230 certificates, about 4,000 individual licences, 30 gener-
al licences, over 5,000 extracts from different official doc-
uments for interstate agreements and 3,000 identification
conclusions. Over 200 import certificates have been issued
and attested. The department has also prepared over 30 reg-
ulatory documents.

All above mentioned determines the necessity of certain
legally set procedures.

Every day the export control and licensing department
of Goscomvoyenprom receives over 50 documents to be ex-
ecuted.

The procedure of taking the decision on export license is-
sue in Belarus is based on a core international principle of ex-
port control: supervision of the end use of the exported spe-
cific goods and estimation of the potential risk of their use
for purposes contradictory to principles of peaceful develop-
ment and international security: WMD development and pro-
duction, escalation of armed conflicts and instability in a re-
gion, terrorism, human right violation, etc.

By 2004, a logical export control system has been devel-
oped. It facilitated the licensing procedures while keeping
the mechanism of interagency coordination of an application
for a licence in force.

Some export control functions are exercised by other
authorities within of the national export control system: the
State Customs Committee issues licences for goods transit
through Belarus.

The Belarusian export control system does not make differ-
ence between private and state-owned companies. If the law
requirements are fulfilled, a licence is issued.

According to the President’s decree, only special export-
ers are authorised to sell arms and military equipment, which
is considered the state property, abroad. All other private and
state-owned companies are authorised to sell only their own
original products.

At present, about 100 companies are authorised to sell
specific goods, mainly of their own design and/or produc-
tion, abroad.

Besides, a transaction must be approved by a Belarusian au-
thorised agency supervising military goods export and import,
the Interagency Commission on Military and Technical Cooper-
ation and Export Control under the Belarusian Security Council.

The interagency commission acts as a state agency author-
ised to offer proposals, take decisions and supervise implemen-
tation of the state policy in the field of military-technical co-
operation and export control.

Since January 1995 by now, the commission has considered
over 10,000 issues during 250 meetings.

Decisions taken by the interagency commission are bind-
ing for all state authorities and business entities.

Thus, a specific feature of the Belarusian export control
system is an active use of administrative resources to regu-
late economic relations in the sphere. Moreover, a legal base
covering almost all export control aspects has been developed.

The global experience of recent years shows that the export
control targets are unlikely to be fully achieved if only state
agencies are involved into the process. The procedural and le-
gal base of the Belarusian internal export control systems in-
corporated American and Russian experience, which implies
establishment of internal export control systems in compa-
nies involved in foreign economic activities.

Since 2006, the Belarusian export control system has been
developing in the line of consolidation and improvement
of all its elements. During this period, the President has
promulgated a number of legal acts aimed at improve-
ment of the national export control system.

The country’s legal base has incorporated almost all
principles, which are set for multilateral export con-
trol regimes and correspond to current global tenden-
cies in export control development: end-use guaran-
tees, responsibility, total supervision, control over tech-
nology transfer, development of companies’ internal pro-
grammes, etc.

The Belarusian export control system includes the follow-
ing key elements:

— listing of objects subject to export control based on in-
ternational principles;

— establishment of export control regimes for certain coun-
tries;

— licensing of import of military-purpose products and
goods subject to control to ensure the national security; li-
censing of export of specific goods (works, services);

— provision of state guarantees that objects subject to ex-
port control imported to Belarus are used for purposes de-
clared;

- information exchange and cooperation with international
organisations and foreign export control agencies.

It can be definitely said that Belarus has developed and is
implementing a multistage system of export control over for-
eign trade operations involving specific goods. This system ef-
ficiently solves the issues of WMD non-proliferation.

Objects subject to export control are exported to any coun-
tries, except for those on which a ban or restriction to exercise
such export is imposed under sanctions or any other enforce-
ment measures set by the UN Security Council with respect to
the country of destination, an end user.

At present, the global arms market, which, according to es-
timates of different think-tanks, amounted to $70-80 billion
last year, sets exclusive standards to arms and relevant tech-
nologies’ export control and becomes an integral part of the
policy, pursued by most developed states, and has an impact
on international relations.

In this context, strong Belarus in the very center of Eu-
rope is a guarantee of stability in the European region. And
this can be easily reasoned, first of all, by the foreign policy
of the state, which lines a multivector policy and builds bal-
anced and confidence relations with other countries. At a re-
sult, diplomacy not only reduces external risks but also stim-
ulates industrial growth.

Belarus refused to possess nuclear weapons voluntarily
and acceded to the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nucle-
ar Weapons. Belarus is also a participating state of the Treaty
on Reduction and Limitation of Strategic Offensive Arms and
the Treaty on Elimination of Intermediate-Range and Short-
er-Range Missiles.

Belarus acknowledges the importance of multilateral export
control regimes as an instrument to restrain proliferation of
nuclear material, equipment and technologies. Being a member
of the Nuclear Suppliers Group since 2000, Belarus follows the
Group's general principles when taking decisions about deliv-
eries of products under control. In 2011, after the membership
registration procedure was completed, Belarus became a mem-
ber of one more export control regime, the Zangger Committee.

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In November 2000, along with other OSCE member-states
Belarus adopted the OSCE Document on Small Arms and Light
Weapons, which stipulates additional measures to ensure
transparency and confidence. Standards and principles set
in the Document are politically binding for the OSCE mem-
ber-states.

Belarus also actively participated in elaboration of the
Programme of Action Implementation Support System.

Belarus is not only a UN member state, it also sponsored
some UN General Assembly resolutions on the prohibition of
the development and production of some WMD types and new
WMD systems, as well as joined sponsors of resolutions dedi-
cated to the most urgent international security problems, in-
cluding resolutions initiated by the Non-Aligned Movement.

Belarus supported the adoption of the UN Security Coun-
cil Resolution No 1540 (2004) on WMD non-proliferation and
submitted relevant national reports on the measures taken at
the national level to the UN Security Council.

In 2003, an agreement on export control of EurAsEC mem-
ber states was concluded and on 21 December, 2007 it came
into force. The EurAsEC participating states undertook to es-
tablish a single export control procedure for certain raw ma-
terials, equipment, technologies and services, which can be
used to produce WMD, means of WMD delivery and other types
of military equipment and weapons. The agreement also spec-
ifies development of common list of goods and technologies
subject to export control.

Since 2010, a legal base of the Customs Union to regulate
relations in the sphere has been actively developed.

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Belarus considers the transparency of arms deliveries as an
important element of the international security system.

Since 1993, Belarus annually reports on arms deliveries to
the UN Register of Conventional Arms established under UN
General Assembly resolutions 46/36 L and 47/52 Lin order to
increase the transparency of exports and imports of conven-
tional arms and military equipment.

On 21 August 2012, Goscomvoyenprom’s headquarters
hosted celebrations dedicated to the 20th anniversary of
the national export control system. Export control special-
ists received congratulations from representatives of the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs, State Customs Committee, Intera-
gency Commission on Military and Technical Cooperation and
Export Control under the Belarusian Security Council and heads
of defence companies, authorised to export and import specif-
ic goods (works, services).

In their congratulatory speeches, representatives of
state administration agencies emphasised that during these
20 years the national export control system has been gradually
and constantly improving through all its development stages.

Today, it is a stringent and well-organised system combin-
ing openness of the Belarusian economy model, profit from
the legal trade of specific goods and compliance with gener-
ally accepted international standards.

Many experts acknowledge that Belarusian standards in the
field are adopted by other countries.

Specialists used to work in the export control system,
represent Belarus’ interests in UN, OSCE, NATO and other inter-
national organisations now.

Alexander Vernikovsky, director general of Beltech-
export, and Vasily Zhukovsky, advisor of the export con-
trol and licensing department at Goscomvoyenprom, were
awarded letters of appreciation of Belarus” Council of

Ministers for long positive activities, high excellence
and personal contribution to development of the na-
tional export control system.

Roman Golovchenko, first deputy chair-
man of Goscomvoyenprom, was awarded For
Distinction Medal 1st Class of Belarus’ State Cus-
toms Committee for active cooperation and pos-
itive contributions to economic security main-
tenance and to commemorate the 20th anni-
versary of the national export control system.

Gennady Smolsky, head of the export con-
trol and licensing department at Goscomvoy-
enprom, was awarded a letter of appreciation
of Belarus’ State Customs Committee.

Konstantin Tarasov, head of export con-
trol and logistics department at Belvnesh-
promservice, was awarded Goscomvoyen-
prom'’s letter of appreciation for his positive
contributions to development of the compa-
nies” internal export control system.

The Belarusian export control system
proved its efficiency. It complies with all in-
ternational standards and excludes any possibil-
ity of illegal deliveries of objects subject to ex-
port control. This was repeatedly acknowledged
by UN experts.
